Beacon Bible Camp offers a wide variety of activities, both indoor and outdoor, for your
group to enjoy during your stay.

The Town Hall serves as a primary gathering place for group sessions, singing, lessons and
dining. Offering a scenic view of Echo Lake, the Town Hall will be a room where good
times and memories are created. The Town Hall is also equipped with a piano, overhead
projector, over 400 overheads of inspirational songs, table tennis, shuffle board, board
games, TV, VCR, video collection, books and magazines. Our gym is available for indoor
sports and games. Whether it’s soccer, hockey, basketball or any other group activity game,
our gym meets the need regardless of the weather!

Spring/Fall: Go for a dip in the lake (weather permitting). If swimming is not your cup of
tea, why not try canoeing, kayaking, paddle boating, sailing (wind sailing and laser). See
the wonders of Muskoka by hiking in the bush. Learn more about yourself and working
together as a team by moving through the modules of our challenge course Including our
Traverse Wall. Other activities include volleyball, soccer, baseball, bocce, croquet, stilts and
even a giant game of checkers.

The entire camp facility is available to accommodate Spring/Fall weekend groups. Winter
weekend groups use only the buildings that are winterized. Cabins that are not winterized
could be used if needed and a small heater is provided.

The fees for your weekend should be paid
in full prior to leaving camp at the end of
your weekend.

Payment for the weekend can either be
paid in cash or by one cheque made out to
Beacon Bible Camp.

A standard weekend begins Friday evening
after supper and concludes on Sunday 
after lunch.

In order for us to cover our costs for the weekend and to make efficient use of the 
facilities we generally require that winter groups bring at least 25 people and Spring/Fall
groups bring at least 60 people. If your group is unable to meet these requirements, 
call the Beacon office to inquire about our small group rates. Beacon reserves the right to
double book should the occasion arise to do so.

In order for Beacon to make proper preparations you must provide us with the final num-
ber of persons in your group by calling the Beacon office 2 days prior to your arrival.

Bring your 
personal toiletries, towels and washcloths, flashlight, Bible, skates, weather appropriate
clothing (extra warm clothes for when things get wet) and anything else that you think
will make for a great weekend away.

From Toronto follow Hwy. 400 North. Take Hwy. 11 north of Barrie. Exit at Gravenhurst, 
follow signs for Hwy. 169 north through town, follow Hwy. 169 for 22 km. Turn left 
(at Torrance) onto Muskoka Road 13 (Southwood Rd.). Follow Road 13 for 2 km. Turn left
(after railway crossing) at the Beacon Bible Camp sign. Follow the road into main camp 
and then you’re there!
